Purpose of Form

Use Form 5695 to figure and take your residential
energy credits. The residential energy credits are:

® The nonbusiness energy property credit, and
® The residential energy efficient property credit.

Who Can Take the Credits

You may be able to take these credits if you made
energy saving improvements to your home located in
the United States in 2007. For credit purposes, costs
are treated as being paid when the original installation
of the item is completed, or in the case of costs
connected with the construction or reconstruction of
your home, when your original use of the constructed
or reconstructed home begins. If less than 80% of the
use of an item is for nonbusiness purposes, only that
portion of the costs that are allocable to the
nonbusiness use can be used to determine the credit.

Home. A home is where you lived in 2007 and may
include a house, houseboat, mobile home, cooperative
apartment, condominium, and a manufactured home
that conforms to Federal Manufactured Home
Construction and Safety Standards.
